 2.1 Secretary’s Annual Report

Annual report for 2010/2011 was presented by the Secretary Dr.Rasanga Liyanage.

2.2 Treasurer’s Report

The audited budget for year 2010 was presented by Dr.Chaminda Dodampegamage as the 2010 treasurer was unable to be there. Dr.L.Rajapakse questioned regarding the repayment to Dr.N.Punchihewa and it was explained that it was the refund of the travel expenses for the chief guest. The president explained the reasons for the negative balance being the extra expenses incurred for the Memorial of Dr.G.N.Jayakuru, development of the website and the patient support fund.

The president thanked all council members for their honest and genuine contribution and then invited the new president Dr.J.Ranatunga to take over the chair.

Dr.J Ranatunga then took over the chair and as her first duty decided to elect the new office bearers.

2.3 Election of new office bearers
