	1. Welcome speech and highlights of 2015 by the past president

	5.  Presentation of the treasurers report 2014 and 2015

	Discussion 


	The president stated that last year’s Treasurers Report has not been confirmed. However, the Immediate Past President and Past Treasurer were not present in person at the AGM for any clarification. As such the council approved the Treasurers Report subject to clarification of two issues: TSF (Technical Support Facility) and the NSP Plan.  The president then explained that the AGM can bestow power to the council to confirm the complete Treasurers report on a later date to which the council agreed.

The Treasurer Dr Ahmed Azraan presented the budget for the year 2015. (01.02.15 to 19.01.16). The Treasurer explained the income and expenditure and its assets. He stated that he commenced maintaining a ledger book and expressed that it would be good to continue maintaining this in the forthcoming years as well.
Dr J Ranatunga stated that the council has worked hard to raise funds for the college sessions and appreciated the hard work and effort put forth for this. 

Dr L Rajapaksa was of the opinion that though Rs 60,000/= has to be paid for the register of companies for maintaining the college name, this has to be done only once a year and the benefits of being properly registered was important. 

Dr D O C de Alwis inquired as to how other colleges maintained College registration and expressed that it would be good to find out the steps they have taken in this regard.

Dr G Weerasinghe stated that registration is important so that there is legal binding. He stated another alternative option which does not require payment is to get registration through a parliamentary act but this may not be a very easy avenue.  

Dr K A M Ariyaratne highlighted the importance of generating income through options such as GP training, provision of consultancy services to obtain maximum benefit if the college is registered as a company.

Dr D O C de Alwis queried regarding income tax issue attached with income generation. Dr Azraan stated that the college is registered as a non-profitable and non-taxable company.

	8. Amendment of the memorandum of association

	Discussion 


	Dr Ajith Karawita highlighted the amendments proposed and the decisions taken at the meeting held on 05.01.2016 at NSACP, Auditorium 1 with the participation of himself, Dr Lucian Jayasuriya, Dr G Weerasinghe and Dr Prageeth Premadasa. 

1. Change in object (E) which enable college to contribute to patient support fund.
2. Membership categories and eligibility :
· Affiliate member
(a) Sri Lanka Medical Council (SLMC) registration as a medical practitioner AND
(b) Training or experience for at one least year in Venereology OR

(c) Those who have enrolled in to the Diploma in Venereology training programme

· Associate member 
(a) Sri Lanka Medical Council (SLMC) registration as a medical practitioner AND

(b) Recognized postgraduate medical qualification acceptable to the council of the college AND

(c) Training or experience for at least one year in Venereology.

· Full Member (entitle to use the MSLCV post nominal)

(a) Sri Lanka Medical Council (SLMC) registration as a medical practitioner AND

(b) Recognized doctorate postgraduate medical qualification in the field acceptable to the council AND

(c) Be a board certified consultant in a field acceptable to the council of the college

· Fellows and honorary fellows (entitle to use the FSLCV post nominal)

The Council may from time to time admit distinguished persons as Honorary Fellows of the College, in recognition of their exceptional service to science of Venereology after the evaluation of the complete curriculum vitae or the portfolio along with the discretion of the council. 
Dr Ajith Karawita further stated an Affiliate Member is supposed to pay to become an Associate Member and also need to pay to become a Full Member (where they can use post nominal MSLCV). However, current members need no payments. Further, he explained the possibility for the other specialties to obtain the membership after council approval at individual basis.
Dr D O C De Alwis inquired about the membership categories of other colleges and was not happy about the way of defining the Full Member as the opportunity is only for board certified consultants.

However Dr Ajith Karawita expressed that all considered as members of the college in general, but Full Members and Fellows only can use the post nominal MSLCV or FSLCV.

· Improve the HIV care and treatment (Test and treat)

· Improve STD services

· Targeted interventions for MARPs to be continued

· Promotion of sexual health

· Condom promotion

· Surveillance, Monitoring & Evaluation 
· Capacity building – NSACP staff / Community staff

· Stake holder involvement

· Communication strategies / Social Marketing
