	Dr G. Weerasinghe inquired the reasons why does the council take a decision to change the name because he was not present and not aware of the fact until recently.
Dr Ajith Karawita briefed the steps taken to change the name and furthermore, he replied that there is an attempt to encroach the sexual health aspects by other organizations while the term Venereology does not reflect the true scope of the academic programme where sexual health aspects are also been covered sufficiently 

Dr G. Weerasinghe stated that over the years the council fought hard to preserve the prevention aspect of Venereology without bifurcating it to curative and preventive components. Furthermore, he reminded how they fought when the Hon Health Minister Nimal Siripala De Silva pressurized to divide the progamme. He stated further that a name change should not allow preventive aspect to be diluted in the field of Venereology and emphasized the fact that the specialty should uphold the public health component whilst considering the name change.
In response to that Dr Jayadarie Ranatunga stressed that some areas of prevention have already been given to consultant community physicians even before the name change become effective and the fact was evidenced by Dr KAM Ariyaratne.

Dr Ajith Karawita appreciated the valuable inputs made by Dr G. Weerasinghe and Dr jayadarie Ranatunga and ensured that the council will take all possible measures to firm up the intact of the preventive aspect in the field of suggested sexual health and HIV medicine.
