	Discussion
	· Dr Jayadarie Ranatunga brought up the issue that a doctor was misleading the public by stating that he was a specialist in Sexually Transmitted Diseases. Dr G Weerasinghe explained that such issues should be brought to the notice of the SLMC for further investigation. The council members agreed the College should inform SLMC regarding this. 
· Dr G. Weerasinghe firmly stressed that, though there are many stakeholders for HIV/AIDS, the college should take leadership for the campaign- Ending AIDS epidemic. He pointed out that if the college does not take prompt action another organization might take the ownership. He proposed that a good sound document needs to be prepared and presented to the Government. He stated that the council has to first reach a consensus on this issue following which the NSACP Director needs to be duly informed. Dr K.A.M Ariyaratne mentioned that it may be possible to be incorporated into the Health Master Plan of the Ministry of Health which was currently being developed.  As the council reached a consensus on further pursing this issue a working committee was nominated
