Dr Neelamani Punchihewa was identified as a resource person for conducting a session on MSM at the pre-congress by the president taking into consideration her experience with working with MSM into consideration.

Dr K.A.M Ariyaratne suggested it might be better to change “Ano-genital sexually transmitted infections” to “Sexually transmitted infections in MSM”.

Dr Jayadarie Ranatunga suggested that Dr Ranjababu can do a presentation in the pre-congress as he will not be taking part in the mock exam.

Dr K.A.M Ariyaratne suggested that “ Challenges in service provision for MSM” would be a good name for the presentation specially as Dr J Ranatunga has previously done a similar presentation called challenges in MARP.

Dr Prageeth inquired whether a session on colposcopy training can be arranged. Dr G. Weerasinghe stated that the colposcopic machine was currently out of order.

Dr Ajith Karawita stated that there was provision by WHO to fund US $ 5000 for the next college year provided PMTCT and Hepatitis C to be included for next year Annual Sessions.
