	4. Revamping of the college website

	Discussion
	· The president explained the progress of revamping the college website so far done. He explained a lot of hard work had been done and a printed version of the content will be circulated around for further suggestions. He further explained the display style which would be a “Menu style” with a horizontal bar and explained the various subcomponents.  He also explained that there would be a special module for online registration for annual scientific sessions in keeping with new trends. 
· Dr Ajith Karawita requested Dr G Weerasinghe to go through the vision and mission statement that is to be included in the website. 

· The president explained that a concise summary of the history of the college will also be included but there were lapses in certain information required to complete this.

· The president also raised the query as to whether issuing of membership needs to be revised as other colleges (Royal Colleges) had affiliate, associate members, full member, fellows, honorary member and honorary fellows. 
· The president explained that though many activities such as journal clubs were happening on a regular basis there was no way of proving this as there was no clear evidence. Dr N Abeygunasekara stated that all CMEs, CPD activities, Portfolio development should be included under the Activities section. 

· The president explained that Slide Share Net can be utilized to upload slides so that all CPD presentations can be easily accessed. He also stated that publications such as the college journal will be searchable online.
· Dr K A M Ariyaratne inquired whether money transactions can be done through this website -for instance if someone wishes to donate. Thus it may be necessary to discuss further with a bank.
· Dr E.G.R Samaraweera suggested that it would be good to have a link with resource material for those planning to do the screening exam in Venereology.
· The president explained that quotations had been called from three web designing companies. Web Alliance had not responded. The current college website is being handled by DesignSolv Pvt Ltd. They are able to upgrade the existing website at a cost of around Rs 165,000/= .  
· Dr K A M Ariyaratne stated the cost quoted by Pooranee was a bit high.  It is important to give them the exact required specifications and negotiate the amount and server space required.

	12. Correspondence and immediate decisions taken 

	Discussion
	· Dr Ajith Karawita announced that we have a scholarship for registration for one person at the ASHM 2016. The scholarship will be granted for a selected abstract and highlighted the importance of encouraging PG trainees to submit abstracts. 
· A senior consultant from our college has been invited to be an external examiner for the Post Graduate examination held in Bangladesh conducted by the Bangladesh Post Graduate Institute of Medicine. The president forwarded the letter to the Board to Study for necessary action.
· The president stated that there is a network meeting in Bangkok from 15th -17th January 2016 organized by ASHM. He further stated that he has received a letter already to attend the meeting. However the registration fee is 100 US dollars and other expenses are not provided by ASHM and have to find our own funding in order to attend the meeting. 
· Dr G. Weerasinghe inquired whether a consensus had been reached by the council regarding establishing a network with ASHM. He stressed that as a council it is important to do things in an inclusive manner in future. Dr Ajith Karawita stated that this topic of networking was discussed and proposed earlier although there was no separate consensus was sought.
· Discuss matters related to the pilot project of saliva testing which is going to be conducted by the by UNAIDS. It was inquired that whether the council was informed about the collaboration with the Sri Lanka College of Venereologists. Dr Ajith Karawita stated that, there was no separate request from UNAIDS to collaborate the saliva test. However, the email sent by the UNAIDS mentioned about collaborations with the SLCV and NSACP. Furthermore, it was mentioned that there was no relation with the UNAIDS support to Annual Scientific Sessions and this Saliva testing initiative.
· Dr G Weerasinghe stated that rather than introducing HIV testing through saliva- which has not been proven to be cost effective in our setting, the already established rapid testing of HIV should be escalated. 
· Dr K A M Ariyaratne suggested that the college should have taken over the pilot project of saliva testing and the results should be released in an unbiased manner. 

· Regarding the AIDS Day Commemoration organized by the Ceylon College of Community Physicians Dr G Weerasinghe stated that this could be a part of the well-known attempt to take prevention away from Venereologists. He further stated that we will lose our strong hold if we do not act promptly. This does not mean that we have to go against CCP but we must work with them preserving our interests at the same time. 

· Medicare Exhibition (18-19 May 2016)- A letter send from the organizing committee was read and Dr D.O.C dr Alwis volunteered to attend first meeting on 20th November 2015
