	6. Meeting with DGHS

	Discussion
	· Dr Karawita summarized the details of the meeting with the DGHS on15th March 2016.
· Consultants Priority list which was proposed by the college previously (August 2015) had been advertised by the ministry according to the DG. Dr Weerasinghe suggested that as the list has been submitted to the ministry and we have to follow up the process.  Dr Lucian Jayasuriya requested to have a document stating the Consultants end posts from the ministry.
· With regard to the lab issue, Dr Lucian Jayasuriya requested to prepare a document stating the requirement of laboratory facilities including the MLTs and the equipment for testing the samples of patients of STI and HIV. Dr Nalaka Abeygunasekara stated that we can ask DG to issue a circular ordering the hospital MLTs to perform the tests on the samples sent by the STD clinics. 
· Regarding the MO cadre list, DG mentioned that it has been advertised in accordance with the list that the college has submitted to them, but any how to confirm with Director/ Medical Services.  Dr Karawita stated that we need to check this with the Ministry.
· Dr Lucian Jayasuriya stated that the circular regarding the minimum standard requirements for the CCPs still there. But Dr Weerasinghe stated that according to the DG that the ministry cannot fulfill the requirements mentioned in that document.
· MOIC Issue: Dr Karawita stated that the DG agreed to send letters to all PDHSs and RDHSs stating that the MOIC posts to be suppressed at STD clinics in which there is a Consultant Venereologist. Dr Lucian Jayasuriya suggested following up the process.
· Ending AIDS: Dr Ajith Karawita suggested having a meeting with the Director/NSACP and the identified people.
· Dr G Weerasinghe informed the council that a draft of the Health Master Plan for 2016 – 2025 has been sent from the Ministry of Health in which an additional section on prevention of STD/ HIV has been written by the Sri Lanka College of Community Physicians. The council decided that the DGHS has to be informed regarding the plan that we are preparing needs to be included in this Health Master Plan in writing.

· Dr Lucian Jayasuriya suggested the College of Venereologists to take part in activities organized by Anuradhapura Clinical Society. Dr Ajith Karawita agreed to cooperate.
· Regarding the name change of the STD Clinics, Dr Karawita briefed the decisions taken at the meeting with the DG. He stated that the DG mentioned it’s difficult to expand the services without multi-disciplinary approach and Dr Chandrika Jayakody added that the DG said, by expanding the services STI prevention services can be diluted. Dr Geethani Samaraweera mentioned that, even now we are managing the sexual health issues at our clinics and even Psychiatrists do not have a special training to manage sexual health issues, so the name change is much needed. Dr Lucian Jayasuriya stressed that the name change will attract the people for services, and as service providers we also have to improve our capabilities to cater the services needed such as colposcopy. And the council decided to go ahead with the proposal of changing the name of the STD clinics into Sexual Health Centres. It was also decided to have a discussion with the Director/ NSACP as the first step of this name change process.
